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Kamworks  is a young solar energy company, located in Srê Ampil, 25 

km from Phnom Penh, Cambodia. Kamworks is installing and 

maintaining solar energy systems for off-grid applications and rural 

people. Kamworks co-operates with the Khmer Foundation for Justice, 

Peace and Development. With Kamworks, young people get a chance 

to develop themselves in a commercial environment, thus becoming 

self reliant.

Second group of (happy) trainees. 
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Similar to the training Kamworks 

organized in autumn 2007, a second 
group of micro entrepreneurs was  

trained aimed in Spring 2008 at setting 

up a network of dealers. These micro 

entrepreneurs (see photo above) will 
be our future shop keepers. They 

received a two week technical training, 

as well as a two week training on 

entrepreneurial skills. 
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In September 2008 Kamworks has 

signed a memorandum with GTZ to 
expand the distribution network of 

Kamunasal solar shops in the year to 
come to at least 8 shops.  
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Kamworks is developing a new solar 

powered LED lighting product, the 
Moonlight. This product is aimed to fill 

the gap between the more powerful 

and expensive Angkor Light (first 

series produced for testing!) and the 
torches and wind-up lights that we sell 

in our solar shop. Before the prototype 
was developed, extensive feedback 

was collected in the market from rural 

test families near Kamworks. We will 

keep you updated in this newsletter on 
the development of this product.

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Delft University design student Tom 

van Diessen has developed a new 
generation Solar Home Systems for us 

as his graduation project with 
Kamworks. The idea was to meet the 

requirements of the Rural 

Electrification Fund (REF) and to 

develop a system that can be 
guaranteed for 1 year. The result of 

Toms work is a yellow home box which 
contains the battery as well as the pole 

mounting structure, both items are 

made of glass reinforced polyester 

(GRP).  The solar home systems come 
in 3 ‘tastes’: Medium: 40 Wp, Large: 

80 Wp and XL: 80Wp with inverter for 
220V AC. The first 5 new generation 

solar Home Systems have been sold 

in August and September. 
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During the first half of 2008 the 
concept of the Kamunasal solar shops 

was restyled and a plan was made by 

Kirsten Rijke to position them in the 
market. The interior of the solar shops 

now consists of a place to sit down for 

potential clients and a display with a 

DVD player and explanation about the 
products and the advantages of solar 

power. Also, a song in Khmer was 
recorded to explain solar power to 

Cambodia’s rural population. Each 

Solar Shop will be solar powered itself 

with a demonstration Solar Home 
System.  
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In 2006 Kamworks won the 

development marketplace award for its 

idea for an innovative distribution 
model for solar products aimed at rural 

people in Cambodia.  In June 2008 the 
project was successfully completed. 

Kamworks will continue with the work it 

started under the DM project, 

expanding the number of shops and 
training new solar entrepreneurs. 
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On August 14, Jeroen and family have 

arrived in Sre Ampil. Jeroen will work 

at Kamworks on Monday, Tuesday, 

Thursday and Friday and look after the 
kids on Wednesday.
