Aimost one hundred
visitors witnessed the hand-over of
the first MoonLights to Cambodian
officials and rural villagers

Kamworks Ltd is the first company in
Cambodia that is series producing
solar products locally. The MoonLight
aims to replace millions of kerosene
lights that are still widely used and are
costly in use and a major fire risk in
the straw and wooden Cambodian
houses. Payback time compared to
kerosene lamps is less than 1 year.

A team of Delft university students
developed the MoonLight together with
local villagers in a participatory

approach. The MoonLight has 3 light
levels ("high” for reading or working,
“medium” for eating and socializing
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and “low” for security/orientation
during the night). It comes with a small
solar cell that charges the internal
battery. If charged fully during the day,
it can be used for the whole night.
